Boats with a full sailplan also have a "TCC 2" which excludes all downwind headsails. Strictly this is for
use only when racing in a class specifically for boats without downwind headsails..

If boats with and without downwind headsails race together, the boats without downwind sails will have
an advantage on upwind legs, and a disadvantage off the wind.

2. Data quality
